Dorothy’s Wells Charity

Children in Key Stage 2 had a visit from Jim O’connor, founder of the charity
Dorothy’s Wells to find out the work he does supporting children in Tanzania.

Jim has raised enough money to build more than 20 wells and latrines for
schools all over Tanzania and has managed to eradicate diseases and death
caused by drinking contaminated, dirty water collected from streams and rivers
in these areas. Many children were shocked to learn that 1 child dies every 20
seconds from drinking dirty water.

He shared photos and videos showing the joy that clean water has brought to
these children. As part of their Jigsaw learning, the children in Lindisfarne,
Warkworth and Bamburgh have been shcoked to learn that many children and
their families still do not have access to clean water and a good education. They
are planning some fundraising activities in school and hope to donate the money
to Dorothy’s Wells to support Jim’s important work.
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Friday Attendance

Our overall attendance in school is always slightly lower on a Friday which is
something that we would like to improve. Today was a little tricky given the
weather conditions, but roads were clear and school was open and fully staffed.
Friday is just as important as any other day and all children should be in school
unless they are genuinely unwell.



Nursery News

This week in nursery we have
been finding out about people
who help us, focusing on medics.
We've watched some short films
finding out about how doctors
and nurses help check children’s
weight, height, blood pressure
and heart rate as well as treat cuts and bumps too. In our own role
play doctors we've had so, so many busy medics. We’ve had pretend
broken arms, spots, ear aches and poorly knees, with lots of bandages,
injections and medicines prescribed.

We have also explored 2D shapes. We have been describing the shapes,
using mathematical vocabulary. We’ve compared and sorted shapes, as
well as identifying them in everyday objects and making patterns and
pictures with shapes.

Of course we have also enjoyed the frost and snow this week! We've
used spades and wheelbarrow to collect it and made footprints,
patterns, shapes and letters in the snow.
